Three Golden Rules to Remember:

1.Proper Nouns Rule: Names of specific people, places,
countries, states = ALWAYS capital

Capitalize when it's the
official organization name

* Example: Pakistan, Maharashtra, British
2.0fficial Titles Rule: Government positions, organizations,
programs = Capital when specific
* Example: Five Year Plan, President, Government of
India

3.Respect/Direct Address Rule: "Sir" when talking TO
someone = Capital

* Example: "Then, Sir, a reference has been made..."

1.Two complete sentences joined by "but/and/so" — Use
comma before the connector

2.Starting with background info — Comma after it

* "After partition, [comma] we were faced..."

3.Talking To someone — Commas around their name/title




* "Then, [Sir], you will find..."
4.Adding extra info that could be removed — Commas
around it
